When we do calibration, in order to make the calibration data accurate and calibrate successfully, we usually have the following precautions;
1. The white paper must be brand new, and must not be warped, creased, or dirty; When place the A4 paper, please use the double-sided tape to glue between the paper and honeycomb board.
2. There should be no objects (like computers or books, etc ) on the LaserBox machine; Nothing can be placed between the machine and the platform (such as the table or the ground);
3. Check the cover to ensure that the cover is normal (no loose);
4. Check the camera to make sure the camera is normal (not loose). The camera may come loose after using the machine for a long time;
5. The table on which the machine is placed must be flat and stable, or you can just place the machine on the level ground when do calibration (suggested);
6. The laser head must not be dirty; It is suggested to clean it first.
7. The camera must not be dirty; You can clean the camera with a clean cloth.
8. Do not place the LaserBox in the place where the light or direct sunlight shines. It is recommended to turn off the lights indoors and pull down the curtains during calibration;
9. Make sure the software and machine firmware are updated to the latest version.
